Surveillance solutions make rat catching easier

THERE are many ways to catch a
rat, but Mi5 offers you the most

Know your neighbour

Your neighbour may no longer
be a farmer like you - they may
be commuting to their work-
place in town or the city, and so
are not at home during the day.
This can make it harder to get to
know them, and it also makes
their unoccupied property an
attractive target for opportunis-
tic thieves.

The value of household con-
tents has increased greatly over
recent years with the popularity
of large TVs, entertainment sys-
tems and other electronic good-
ies. And on larger farms with
more houses, thieves can poten-
tially achieve a much larger haul
in a fairly short space of time.

It’s worth reviewing your con-
tents insurance to make sure
you're adequately covered
should you need to make a
claim.

Avoid being a victim of crime

* Make a point of getting to
know your neighbours, exchange
contact phone numbers and
keep those numbers handy.

* Let neighbours know when
you are going on holiday or not
at home for a night; ask them to
keep an eye on your property
when you're away — and return
the favour.

® Start or get involved in a
rural neighbourhood support
group in your area, and display
Neighbourhood Watch signs on
your property to deter would-be
thieves.

Rural security more
important than ever

* Get to know your local police
officers — they are there to help
you.

* If you have a local police
rural liaison officer, they will wel-
come (and keep confidential)
any information regarding suspi-
cious vehicles or people in the
area.

* Never rent a property to
someone without meeting all
tenants; insist on references and
set clear rules around sub-let-
ting.

* Install security devices such
as cameras and sensors on your
property — battery powered
devices have come a long way
and systems are now available
that use a pager or text message
to your phone to alert you of a
security breach.

* Make sure your house is
safely locked when you're not
home and at night, and lock
vehicles with keys removed and
stored safely elsewhere.

* Fit quality locks to doors and
windows and your houses, sheds
and garages, and use good quali-
ty chains and padlocks to secure
gates and doors without locks.

* Install a peephole in your
front door.

* Apply for a RAPID number
from your local council. As part
of the process, a GPS reading is
taken and a plate provided for
your farm gate so that emer-
gency services can correctly
identify your property in an
emergency.

which apparently wasn’t too
long. The RedEye is one of sev-
eral models in this Eye Series
range of products.

This model is designed to han-
dle all types of weather condi-
tions (the housing is IP65
approved - which basically
means it’s weather proof) and
comes as either a colour (day-
time) or monochrome
(day/night with infra-red) cam-
era, and even has optional
inbuilt solar panel and inbuilt
GSM modem so you can send
your images straight to your
computer/mobile phone

without ever having to touch the
camera again.

The basic RedEye kit comes
with a day-time or day/night
camera, five-month recharge-
able battery, remote control
(which you can optionally use),
2GB SD-card and SD-card reader
(to plug into your computer)
and setup software. After the ini-
tial setup, you simply switch it
on, fix it into place, and leave it
to catch the rat.

These cameras are being used
extensively throughout the
farming and forestry sectors in
New Zealand for remote

surveillance and access moni-
toring of valuable equipment,
machinery and fuel storage.

Anywhere that cabling is diffi-
cult and/or expensive, these
cameras are the answer.
